INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Rich called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  After the call to order, Reverend John Thomas gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS/DELEGATIONS

Chairman Rich recognized Debbie McIntyre, director of L.I.F.E.  Ms. McIntyre stated that the local GED program, which is organized by multiple community partners, had a 96 percent passing rate.  Ms. McIntyre also stated that five regional billboard ads have been installed to advertise the GED study programs.  Ms. McIntyre recognized Peggy Richardson, a county employee for the Planning Department, for the hard work she has done as a volunteer with the L.I.F.E. program.  The commissioners thanked Ms. McIntyre for her report and the accomplishments that have been achieved through the L.I.F.E. program.
APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Commissioner Perry made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, March 25, 2008.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Final Plat for Tim Bush:  Mr. Patton stated that the subject property is 11.91 acres with a single-family dwelling unit located on the north side of Old Faceville Road west of Duke Wells Road.  Mr. Patton said that Mr. Bush proposed additional setbacks for potential future road widening as well as a 15-foot utility easement.  Mr. Patton recommended that the board approve this final plat.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to approve the final plat for Tim Bush.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of Errors and Releases Report from the Tax Commissioner:  Tax Commissioner Don Belcher presented to the board a report on errors and releases for their approval.  Mr. Belcher presented one additional error along with the report, an error in calculation of square footage on Gregory Waddell’s house.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to approve the errors and releases report presented by Tax Commissioner Don Belcher.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Rich asked for a motion to go into executive session.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

After the executive session the Commissioners assembled back in the board room.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to go into regular session.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
