EXECUTIVE SESSION TO DISCUSS REAL ESTATE

PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN PALMER RICH, VICE CHAIRMAN BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS EARL PERRY, BILL NICHOLS, AND GLENDA BATTLE, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING, MEMBERS OF THE DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY, GEORGE FLOYD AND RICK McCASKILL.
Chairman Rich asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss real estate and personnel matters.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to go into executive session to discuss real estate and personnel matters.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Development Authority member Rick McCaskill briefed the commission on a proposed purchase of business property and property interests.  McCaskill mentioned advantages to the county in securing this property as a very good purchase.  McCaskill identified industries that could utilize this property as well as increasing jobs for Decatur County.

McCaskill indicated that the local banking institutes involved in this project required the county to guarantee the amount of the loan which is 1.5 millions dollars.  After several questions by the commission and explanations given by McCaskill the discussion came to an end.
While in the executive session, reappointments to the Development Authority were also discussed between the commission.
