INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Mosely called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  After the call to order, Reverend John Thomas gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA
County Administrator Tom Patton asked the board to approve the following amendment to the agenda:  Add consider approval of resolution for third party financing for a compactor that was approved at a previous meeting.  Commissioner Stafford made a motion to approve the amendment as requested.  Commissioner Loeffler seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved. 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Commissioner Loeffler seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Commissioner Loeffler made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, January 25, 2011.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
OLD BUSINESS

None to be discussed.
NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Resolution for Third Party Financing for a Compactor at the Landfill.  Finance Director Carl Rowland stated the Commissioners approved the purchase of a compactor for the landfill in their December 4, 2010 meeting with third party financing.  Mr. Rowland said Sun Trust Bank would finance the compactor with an interest rate of 2.47%.  Mr. Rowland explained this resolution was required by Sun Trust Bank for a new master lease agreement.  Mr. Rowland stated this would allow the county to get competitive interest rates in the future.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve this resolution.  Commissioner Stafford seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Agreement for Medical Services for the Decatur County Jail and Decatur County Prison.  Chairman Mosely stated this agreement was with David Phillips, M.D., for medical services at the jail and the prison.  Chairman Mosely stated this agreement has been reviewed by the County Attorney and met his approval after some alterations had been made.  Commissioner Smith made a motion to approve this agreement. Commissioner Loeffler seconded the motion.  County Attorney Moseley said the contract was prepared by the Decatur County Prison and Decatur County Sheriff’s Office for medical services.  Mr. Moseley stated he made some changes to the contract.  Mr. Moseley said he met with Dr. Phillips to discuss this contract and both parties are in agreement.  Attorney Moseley confirmed for Commissioner Stafford that Dr. Phillips would be responsible for obtaining liability insurance in his name.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Bids and Award for Public Works Backhoe.  Finance Director Carl Rowland presented bids received for a backhoe for the Public Works Department.  Mr. Rowland recommended the board approve a low bid of $68,700.00 from Flint Equipment for a new John Deere 310SJ backhoe.  Mr. Roland stated the bid comes with an optional five-year buyback price of $47,500.00.  Mr. Roland said Public Works will rotate its 11 year old backhoe to the Industrial Air Park, where a 1997 backhoe is currently in use.  Mr. Roland stated the 1997 backhoe will be sold.  Commissioner Sellers asked how many hours were on the two backhoes.  Public Works Superintendent Dennis Medley said over 4500 hours were on the 2000 model backhoe and the meter was broke on the backhoe at the Industrial Park, so those hours are unknown.  Mr. Medley said the Public Works Department makes extensive use of a backhoe for installation of drainage pipes and clearing out ditches.  Mr. Medley said a backhoe is used to maintain the water and sewer system at the Industrial Park, so it is not used as much.  Commissioner Loeffler made a motion to approve the purchase of a new John Deere 310SJ backhoe from Flint Equipment in the amount of $68,700.00, as recommended by Mr. Rowland.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

COMMISSIONERS’ REMARKS

No remarks were made.
Chairman Mosely asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss Real Estate, Acquisition and Litigation.  Commissioner Loeffler made a motion to go into executive session to discuss Real Estate, Acquisition and Litigation.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

After the executive session the Commissioners assembled back in the board room.  Commissioner Stafford made a motion to go into regular session.  Commissioner Loeffler seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Mosely stated that the board went into executive session to discuss two items, one real estate and one litigation matter.  Chairman Mosely stated no action was to be taken on the litigation matter.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve the county to purchase 797 acres, more or less, from BASF Corp. at a price of $2,500.00 per acre for the purpose of future landfill expansion.  Commissioner Loeffler seconded the motion.    Chairman Mosely said the board thinks this is a win-win situation for both parties involved and this action will help ensure the future of this county.  County Administrator Tom Patton said there is also the potential for industrial uses, particularly on the portions of the land closest to Tallahassee, Florida.  Mr. Rowland confirmed for Commissioner Smith that the property will be bought with SPLOST money.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Commissioner Loeffler, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Stafford seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
