INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Rich called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  After the call to order, Pastor Danny Shepard gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

AMENDMENTS TO THE AGENDA
Administrator Tom Patton asked the board to approve the following amendment to the agenda:  Add consider approval of an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Georgia Department of Corrections and Decatur County.  Commissioner Stafford made a motion to approve the amendment requested by Mr. Patton.  Vice Chairman Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

No one signed up for Public Participation.
APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Vice Chairman Perry made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, June 23, 2009.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken 

and unanimously approved.  Vice Chairman Perry made a motion to approve the minutes of the budget workshop held June 23, 2009.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.  County Administrator Tom Patton explained this ordinance was a recommendation from FEMA after the recent flood maps of Decatur County were updated.  Commissioner Mosely asked if the Planning Board members had seen or approved of this ordinance.  Mr. Patton said this ordinance is an updated version of a flood damage prevention ordinance that already exists for Decatur County.  Commissioner Mosely stated he had not seen a copy of this ordinance prior to the meeting and wanted more time to look over it.  Chairman Rich stated he had also not seen it prior to this meeting.  Vice Chairman Perry stated this ordinance was put in the commissioners’ boxes last week.  All other commissioners stated they had already seen this ordinance and looked over it.  Vice Chairman Perry made a motion to approve this Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  A vote was taken.  Commissioner Mosely abstained.  All other commissioners voted in favor of the ordinance.

Consider Approval of Bid and Award Contract for Purchase of Motor Grader for Road Department.  Finance Director Carl Rowland presented a tabulation of bids received for a motor grader for the Road Department.  Mr. Rowland recommended the board approve the bid from Flint Equipment for a John Deere 670G motor grader in the amount of $159,683.00 with a guaranteed buy back price of $104,000.00.  Mr. Rowland stated that the trade in allowance for the existing motor grader would be $95,000.00 leaving $64,683.00 to be financed.   Commissioner Mosely said he was opposed to making a large equipment purchase when the current motor grader was still in working condition and asked if an extended warranty could be purchased for the existing motor grader.  Mr. Rowland stated there could be a downside to purchasing an extended warranty if the current motor grader depreciated more than the first year’s payment on a new one.  Vice Chairman Perry said the county needed to honor the bidding policies it stated in a request for bids and perhaps the county could look into purchasing extended warranties in the future.  Vice Chairman Perry made a motion to approve the bid from Flint Equipment for the new motor grader as recommended by Mr. Rowland.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  A vote was taken.  All commissioners voted in favor of purchasing the new motor grader with the exception of Commissioner Mosely who opposed.

Consider Approval of Use of Commodore Park for Car Show Event, July 4, 2009.  Mr. Patton stated he had received a letter from Terry Thomas requesting to reserve the Commodore Park July 4, 2009, for a car show event.  Mr. Patton said the commissioners had previously granted Mr. Thomas permission to use the Commodore Park for this annual car show event on Memorial Day but the event got rained out.   Mr. Patton said the City of Bainbridge had already approved this.  Commissioner Mosely made a motion to approve this request from Mr. Thomas.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Georgia Department of Corrections and Decatur County.  Mr. Patton explained this was a yearly contract that states the county agrees to provide housing of up to 225 state inmates in accordance with State and Federal constitutions and with all applicable laws.  Commissioner Mosely made a motion to approve this Intergovernmental Agreement.  Commissioner Stafford seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Rich asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a legal matter and a real estate matter.  Commissioner Stafford made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a legal matter and a real estate matter.  Commissioner Mosely seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

After the executive session the Commissioners assembled back in the board room.  Vice Chairman Perry made a motion to go into regular session.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Rich stated the board went into executive session to discuss a legal matter which required no action.   Chairman Rich stated the board discussed a real estate matter and Mr. Patton to gather more information.  
There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Vice Chairman Perry, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
