COMMISSIONERS’ CONFERENCE ROOM
BRIDGES & ROAD WORK SESSION
THURSDAY, MARCH 3, 3011
6:00 P.M.

PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN DR. BUTCH MOSELY, VICE CHAIRMAN DR. CHARLES STAFFORD, COMMISSIONERS DR. EARL PERRY, RUSSELL SMITH, FRANK LOEFFLER, AND OLIVER SELLERS, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, FINANCE DIRECTOR CARL ROWLAND, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING AND PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT DENNIS MEDLEY.
Chairman Mosely called the session to order at 6:00 p.m.  After the call to order, Commissioner Smith gave the invocation.
County Administrator Tom Patton stated the county had to submit projects for the unconstrained list of projects for the Transportation Investment Act of 2010 by March 23, 2011, to the Regional Commission.  Mr. Patton stated he and Dennis Medley would fill out the recommended forms out to be submitted to the Regional Commission and put a package together for the commissioners to review.  

Public Works Superintendent Dennis Medley went over the list of roads projected to be put on the TSPLOST local and regional list.  The following is a list of the roads:

Mr. Medley went over the reasons each road should be placed on the list.  Commissioner Smith and Commissioner Sellers recommended that Rich Road and John Rich Road be added to the local list.
Mr. Medley stated that bridges throughout Decatur County were inspected in May, 2009.  Mr. Medley stated the Public Works Department did necessary repairs that they could do.  Mr. Medley stated 18 bridges needed repairs beyond his department’s limits.  Mr. Medley stated none of the bridges were at closing stage but did need repairs.  Vice Chairman Stafford requested Mr. Medley prepare a list of the bridges and provide copies of the inspections to the commissioners for their review.

Mr. Medley went over a list of roads projected to be put on the LMIG list and why they were placed on this list.  The following is a list of the roads:

Mr. Patton suggested that short run roads go ahead and be paved.  Two roads, Bowyer Drive and Willow Road, were mentioned as examples.  Mr. Medley stated the LMIG list of roads is to be submitted to Department of Transportation every July, prioritized by the county.
Mr. Medley discussed at length Whigham Dairy Road.  Vice Chairman Stafford suggested working together with the city to get this project accomplished.

Mr. Medley went over a list of roads projected to be put on CDBG list.  The following is a list of the roads:

After a brief discussion, Alice Lane, Simmons McIntyre Road, Baker Phillips Road, Andrews Road and Phillyaw Road were taken off the list.  Bradswell-Lassiter Road was suggested to be moved to the SPLOST list instead of CDBG due to the length of time it would take to get this road done.  Mr. Medley stated one of these projects would be done or considered every two years.  Bailey Road was suggested to be put on the CDBG list.

Mr. Medley went over a list of roads projected to be put on the SPLOST list.  The following is a list of the roads:

Mr. Patton emphasized that paving short run roads would pay off in the long run.  Mr. Patton suggested using the GAB that would normally be used on these short run roads to help do roads on the CDBG list.  Commissioner Perry suggested more consideration for the CDBG list.  Finance Director Carl Rowland stated around $800,000.00 a year of SPLOST money is spent on roads. Chairman Mosely mentioned that Aikins Road is misspelled.
Mr. Medley gave a brief update on current approved road projects and their status.

Mr. Patton briefly discussed purchasing a patching machine for the Public Works Department.  Mr. Medley stated the estimated cost of this machine would be $65,000.00.

Mr. Medley discussed roads to consider closing and the reasons for closing them.  Mr. Medley passed around photos of Frank Brown Road showing the litter problem on this road.  A brief discussion followed.
Mr. Medley briefly discussed the ongoing projects.

Chairman Mosely stated he was pleased with the good work and the feed back from Mr. Medley and his department.  

There being no further comments, the bridges and roads workshop was adjourned by Chairman Mosely.
