DECATUR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

COMMISSIONERS’ BOARD ROOM
TUESDAY, MAY 27, 2008
PRESENT:  VICE CHAIRMAN BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS EARL PERRY, GARY PHILLIPS AND GLENDA BATTLE, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING AND NEWS REPORTER BRENNAN LEATHERS.
INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Vice-Chairman Mosley called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  After the call to order, Reverend John Thomas gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Vice-Chairman Mosely stated he would be acting as chairman since Chairman Rich was out due to some medical procedures.

AMENDMENT TO THE AGENDA

Administrator Tom Patton asked the board to approve the following amendment to the agenda:  Add consider bids for motor grader on the buy back program and approve third party financing with purchase.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve the amendment as requested by Mr. Patton.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.  

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS/DELEGATIONS

Vice-Chairman Mosely recognized Mike Holloway.  Mike Holloway, Chairman for the   Department of Family and Children Services Board of Directors, thanked the Board of Commissioners for their continued support and gave a brief update on the accomplishments made by the board of DFACS.  Mr. Holloway stated that after five years the department finally had a permanent director, Jackie Bridges.  Mr. Holloway told the commissioners that the department had been recognized as the most improved office in the district, naming them number one in the district.  Mr. Holloway talked about foster care and the process of getting a child into foster care and then turned the floor over to Director Jackie Bridges.  Mrs. Bridges stated $418.00 per year for each child is the budget being requested this year from the county to assist foster parents for the extra goods and services each foster child needs every year, money that the state government does not include in its budget.  Mrs. Bridges also stated that the community has been very good in helping with these children and they rely on this community to help and she has set up a fund explicitly for foster children where donations can be sent.  Mrs. Bridges asked the board to consider approving the budget presented to them.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Vice-Chairman Mosely recognized Dr. Leslie Dellenberger.  Dr. Dellenberger asked for an update on the Whispering Pines project.  Mr. Patton responded by saying that information is still being gathered and put in the computer and he should hear from them real soon.

Vice-Chairman Mosely recognized Ben White.  Mr. White asked the board if there had been any further decisions on eliminating the position of the County Treasurer.  Mr. White expressed that having the elected position of County Treasurer, an oversight position, is a good thing for the county.  Mr. Patton stated that was an old issue that has not been discussed in several months.
APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Commissioner Perry made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, May 13, 2008.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Renewing Contract for Mapping Service with Irwin Horne for the Tax Assessor’s Office.  Mr. Patton explained this was a yearly maintenance contract for the Tax Assessor’s office to update all computer records pertaining to the deeds for divisions of property, to print city and county maps on mylar and provide soil classes as required by splits and updates.  Mr. Patton recommended that the board approve renewing the contract with Horne Enterprises.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve renewing the contract with Horne Enterprises for the period of July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Resolution to Authorize Acceptance of Georgia Department of Transportation Contract for Glide Slope Project.  Mr. Patton explained this was a resolution authorizing acceptance of a contract with the Georgia Department of Transportation for work on creating a glide slope at the Industrial Air Park.  Commissioner Battle made a motion to approve this resolution.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of Intergovernmental Agreement between Decatur County and City of Climax for Fuel Purchases.  Mr. Patton explained this was an Intergovernmental Agreement between Decatur County and the City of Climax, which would allow the town’s volunteer Fire Department to purchase diesel from the county, because they had previously lost their source for purchasing fuel.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement between Decatur County and City of Climax as presented to purchase fuel.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of Bid to Purchase Motor Grader.  Finance Director Carl Rowland presented to the board a tabulation of bids received for a motor grader for the Road Department.  Mr. Rowland recommended the board to approve the bid from Yancey Brothers Caterpillar in the amount of $227,100, but the county will trade in an older motor grader for $133,000, for a net purchase price of $94,100.00.  Mr. Rowland said he recommended the Yancey Brother’s bid because the company had offered to buy back the new motor grader in five years for a minimum of $130,500 while Flint River John Deer only offered a guarantee buy back of $108,000.  Mr. Rowland stated that buying from Yancey Brothers would result in a net gain of $36,400 after five years.  Mr. Rowland stated that Decatur County recently signed up with GovDeals, a web site that facilitates government surplus auctions.  Mr. Rowland stated that the county can opt to either take the guarantee buy back offer from Yancey Brothers on the motor grader or sale it at auction.  Commissioner Phillips made a motion to approve the purchase of the motor grader from Yancey Brothers with the option to sale out-right through the auction or trade-in to Yancey Brothers, which ever one will be the most beneficial to the county.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
Vice-Chairman Mosely asked for a motion to go into executive session.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

After the executive session the Commissioners assembled back in the board room.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to go into regular session.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Vice-Chairman Mosely stated that the board went into executive session to discuss some board appointments.  One board appointment discussed was to the hospital board of directors but no action was taken at this time.  Another board appointment discussed was to the Indigent Defense Board in which the board discussed Commissioner Phillips representing the Decatur County Board of Commissioners but no action was taken at this time.
There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Commissioner Perry, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
