DECATUR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

COMMISSIONERS’ BOARD ROOM
TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 11, 2008
PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN PALMER RICH, VICE CHAIRMAN BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS EARL PERRY, BILL NICHOLS, GARY PHILLIPS AND GLENDA BATTLE, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING AND NEWS REPORTER BRENNAN LEATHERS.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Rich called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  After the call to order, Reverend Danny Shepard gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.
Chairman Rich asked for a motion to suspend the commissioners’ meeting in order for the commissioners to attend the Veteran’s Day Ceremonies in the park.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to suspend the commissioners’ meeting until the Veteran’s Day ceremonies were over.  Vice Chairman Mosely seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to reconvene the commissioners’ meeting.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Chairman Rich recognized Kurt Jurado.  Mr. Jurado stated he was there to represent Vantage Tower, Inc. in case anyone had any questions when the final plat came up on the agenda for consideration.
APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Commissioner Perry made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, October 28, 2008.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Resolution for Worker’s Comp for Volunteers.  Mr. Patton stated this resolution authorizes volunteers and elected officials to be covered by the ACCG-Group Self-Insured Workers’ Compensation Fund and is a requirement from the State.  Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to approve this resolution.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of Final Plat for Vantage Tower, Inc.  Planning Director Paul Soudi explained this plat was an area of 10,000 square feet to accommodate a guy anchor tower.  Mr. Soudi stated the applicant proposed to construct a tower for a height of 220 feet with one 10’ x 20’ accessory structure for the first user and proposed three more 10’ x 20’ accessory structures for future users that are going to collocate on the proposed tower.  Mr. Soudi stated this property is located on the northwesterly corner of Gaston Road and Cyrene Road, off Dothan Road (U.S. Highway 84) in the northwesterly portion of Decatur County and meets the Chapter IX of Land Development and Construction Regulations.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve this final plat.  Vice Chairman Mosely seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Planning Board’s Recommendation to Place a Six-month Moratorium on Construction of Cell Towers.  Chairman Rich asked for a motion to table this issue until a later date so that more information could be gathered.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to table this issue until the first Commissioners’ meeting in January 2009.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.  Vice Chairman Mosely asked Mr. Soudi if it were possible that the county could get a flood of applications for cell towers if this issue was tabled until January.  Mr. Soudi said he thought the county may get only one or two.  Commissioner Battle asked Mr. Soudi what the time table was before a plat for a cell tower was brought before the Board of Commissioners for consideration.  Mr. Soudi stated it took approximately six weeks.

Consider Canceling the Commissioners’ Meeting for December 23, 2008.  Commissioner Battle made a motion to cancel the Commissioners’ meeting for December 23, 2008 due to the Christmas Holidays.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Rich asked for a motion to go into executive session.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion. A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

After the executive session the Commissioners assembled back in the board room.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to go into regular session.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Chairman Rich stated the board discussed several personnel issues but no action was taken at this time.

There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Commissioner Perry, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
