Gragg Library Board Chairperson, and SOWEGA-AHEC Vice-chairperson, as well as prominent positions on many other boards and organizations; and

WHEREAS, Commissioner Battle was instrumental in the development and implementation of an Emergency 911 System for Decatur County in 1992, and in addition to serving as a Decatur-Grady E-911 committee member since 1993, she has always been a staunch supporter and promoter of excellence in Emergency Medical Service delivery, Mental Health Services and other fields of health that benefit the citizens of Decatur County; and

WHEREAS, Commissioner Battle was named Decatur County Woman of the Year by the Pilot Club in 1998 and received the Emory Greene Leadership Award in 2002 from the ACCG, the highest honor bestowed upon a County Commissioner in Georgia.
NOW, THEREFORE, be and the same is hereby resolved by the Decatur County Board of Commissioners in meeting duly assembled that special recognition and commendation is hereby conferred on Glenda Battle for her faithful and dedicated service as a member of this Board for 24 years; and
