TUESDAY, JUNE 24, 2008
PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN PALMER RICH, VICE CHAIRMAN BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS EARL PERRY, BILL NICHOLS, GARY PHILLIPS AND GLENDA BATTLE BY PHONE, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING AND NEWS REPORTER BRENNAN LEATHERS.
INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Rich called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  After the call to order, Chairman Rich gave the invocation and all those assembled pledged allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

AMENDMENT TO THE AGENDA

Administrator Tom Patton asked the board to approve the following amendments to the agenda:  Remove the approval of the resolution for the County Budget; add consider approving Eddie Alday as the Animal Control Officer; consider ratifying the Board of Health’s decision pertaining to the Decatur Seminole Service Center, consider approval of a quit claim deed for Michael Ramsey and Lou Jarvey.  Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to approve the amendments as requested by Mr. Patton.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.  

APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Commissioner Perry made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, June 10, 2008.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS

Consider Approval of Ratifying the Decision Made by Decatur County Health Department pertaining to the Decatur Seminole Service Center.  County Attorney Brown Moseley explained that the Decatur County Board of Health would cease operation of the Decatur-Seminole Service Center as of midnight on June 30th,  allowing Thomasville based Georgia Pines to immediately resume operation of the service center under its control.  Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to approve of the Decatur County Health Department’s decision.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.  Vice Chairman Mosely thanked the County Attorney, Chairman Rich and others involved for keeping the service center opened after the budget crisis it went through.

Consider Resolution Approving Terms of GEFA (Georgia Environmental Facilities Authority) Loan Agreement for the Silver Lake Project and Authorize the Chairman to Execute Necessary Documents.  Mr. Patton explained that this resolution was binding the county government to a $3 million loan agreement from the Georgia Environmental Facilities Authority.  Mr. Patton stated the loan will pay the county’s part of the Silver Lake acquisition and will be repaid by SPLOST.  Attorney Moseley suggested the board approve someone to be the appointment and another person to be an alternate appointment to sign specific papers concerning this loan.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to approve the resolution for the terms of the GEFA loan agreement.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Perry made a motion to appoint Mr. Patton as the representative to sign papers for this loan and Chairman Rich as an alternate representative.  Commissioner Battle seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Bid and Award for the Construction of CDBG Phase II Slough Loop Paving Project.  Mr. Patton recommended the board approve a bid for the construction of CDBG Phase II Slough Loop paving project to the lowest bidder, Oxford Construction of Albany, Georgia who submitted a bid of $409,182.75.  Mr. Patton stated the county received six bids for this project.  Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to approve the bid from Oxford Construction in the amount of $409,182.75.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Bid and Award for a Recycling Trailer.  Suzanne Brandt, executive director of Keep Decatur County Beautiful, asked the board to approve the purchase of a recycling trailer from the low bidder, Anderson Manufacturing of Vada, Georgia in the amount of $15,000.00.  Suzanne stated that $13,450 will come from a grant and $1,549 will be the county’s part.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to approve the purchase of a recycle trailer from Anderson Manufacturing in the amount of $15,000.  Commissioner Perry seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of a Quit Claim Deed for Michael Ramsey and Lou Jarvey.  County Attorney Moseley explained this small piece of land, less than one tenth of an acre abutting what is now Bethel Road, was worth nothing to anyone but the two claimants, who  owned the property in the past.  Mr. Moseley explained that Mr. Ramsey and Mr. Jarvey had deeded the property to the county to use as right of way when it first paved Bethel Road. The land in question was thus left abandoned but under county ownership.  Mr. Moseley recommended the board approve the quit claim deed at no cost to the claimants.  Commissioner Nichols made a motion to approve this quit claim deed.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.

Consider Approval of Appointing Decatur County Code Enforcer Eddie Alday as the County Animal Control Officer.  Mr. Patton stated that the designation was required by a Georgia Law and he recommended that the board approve Eddie Alday as the Decatur County Animal Control Officer.  Vice Chairman Mosely made a motion to approve appointing Eddie Alday as Decatur County Animal Control Officer.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Commissioner Perry, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Nichols seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
