Chairman Perry called the hearing to order at 8:45 a.m.  

Chairman Perry recognized Finance Director Carl Rowland.  Mr. Rowland explained this was a public hearing on a U.S. Department of Agriculture grant and loan package that will fund the purchase of six sheriff vehicles.  Mr. Rowland stated the terms of the package deal, offered through the Department of Agriculture’s Rural Development program, the Sheriff’s office will receive a grant worth $28,500.00, or approximately 15 percent of the vehicles’ estimated purchase price.  Mr. Rowland stated the remaining obligation ($161,500.00) would be financed through a 4.5 percent loan.  Mr. Rowland stated the first payment will be due twelve months after closing, with no interest accruing until then.  

Chairman Perry opened the floor for comments.  There were no citizens to make any comments.  
Chairman Perry declared the public hearing closed.
