DECATUR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

COMMISSIONERS’ BOARD ROOM
SPECIAL CALLED MEETING
TUESDAY, JUNE 29, 2010
PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN DR. EARL PERRY, VICE CHAIRMAN DR.BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS RUSSELL SMITH, GARY PHILLIPS, PALMER RICH, AND DR. CHARLES STAFFORD, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, FINANCE DIRECTOR CARL ROWLAND, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY AND NEWS REPORTER BRENNEN LEATHERS.
Chairman Perry called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m.  Chairman Perry explained this Special Called Meeting was to consider approval of the 2010-2011 Budget.  Chairman Perry read aloud the Budget Resolution.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Budget Resolution for the fiscal year July 1, 2010 and ending June 30, 2011.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.

County Attorney Moseley stated he believed there was a conflict in the third paragraph of the resolution where it stated the Budget Officer shall have the authority to transfer appropriations within a department within a fund from one line item (to another object classification within the same department) to other line items.  County Attorney Moseley stated that once a budget is approved for a Constitutional Officer, then that officer has the right to transfer funds from one line item to another without a Budget Officer’s approval.  A brief discussion followed.

Finance Director Carl Rowland suggests that the language of the third paragraph in the resolution be changed to read as follows:  Add a sentence with the language that for the purpose of the administration of this budget resolution, the budget officer shall be designated as the county administrator for Decatur County General Government Departments and the Constitutional Officers of their respective offices.  Commissioner Rich clarified that the Constitutional Officers will go to the Budget Officer for their office.

Chairman Perry suggested Commissioner Rich and Commissioner Smith withdraw their motion and second and make a motion to approve the Budget Resolution with the language changed as recommended by Mr. Rowland.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Budget Resolution for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010 and ending June 30, 2011 with the language changed in paragraph three as recommended by Mr. Rowland.  Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
There being no further business, the meeting, on motion by Commissioner Rich, was duly adjourned.  Commissioner Phillips seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and unanimously approved.
