DECATUR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

WORK SESSION – HOUSE BILL 277 TRANSPORTATION TAX
TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2010
PRESENT:  CHAIRMAN EARL PERRY, VICE CHAIRMAN DR. BUTCH MOSELY, COMMISSIONERS RUSSELL SMITH, GARY PHILLIPS, DR. CHARLES STAFFORD AND PALMER RICH, COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR TOM PATTON, COUNTY ATTORNEY BROWN MOSELEY, COUNTY CLERK BEVERLY KING, PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT DENNIS MEDLEY AND FINANCE DIRECTOR CARL ROWLAND.
Chairman Perry called the meeting to order at 10:15 a.m.  Chairman Perry highlighted areas of this Transportation Tax Bill:  

1.  Must submit comments by September 30, 2010.

2.  Regional Commission Districts – each serves a district for transportation bill.

3.  $45 million projected if bill passes – 14 county regions.

4.  Round Table – Chairman in each county and one mayor will become members of the round table.

5.  1st meeting of round table will be after the 1st of the year.

6.  Butch Mosely will be the person to represent Decatur County.

7.  28 people in 14 counties – 5 will be chosen as executive committee of the round table
8.  County will have to pay 10% of any projects.

9.  Round table will come up with projects to be submitted.

Mr. Patton stated he would be talking with the Chamber of Commerce to sponsor advertising this referendum state wide by district.

Chairman Perry asked Public Works Superintendent Dennis Medley to confirm mileage of roads, paved roads and dirt roads, throughout the county.

Commissioner Stafford discussed prioritizing the program areas.

Commissioner Stafford discussed aviation and the future asset of the airport.

Commissioners discussed rewording some of the program areas and changing the percentages of the target ranges.

Commissioner Rich suggested Mr. Rowland and Mr. Patton to reword some of the program areas to go along with the percentages the board has agreed upon.

Commissioner Stafford suggested giving priority to Tier 1 DCA Counties.

Chairman Perry stated he would help Mr. Rowland and Mr. Patton work on the wording in the program areas to go along with the percentages the board has agreed upon.

Mr. Patton said he would attend a county managers meeting in Camilla at RDC on Friday, September 15th and take the changes with him to discuss with other county managers.

The following Program Area percentages were agreed upon as follows:

Roadway Capital



20-30%

Transit Capital




0-2%

Transit Operations & Maintenance

0-2%

Safety





10-20%

Traffic Operations



0-5%

Non-motorized (Bike/Pedestrian)

0-2%

Freight, Logistics, Agriculture Commerce
15-20%

Aviation




0-5%

Roadway and Bridge Maintenance

30-40%
